“ Devotion”
When talking to women from all walks of life, | find there is confusion as to where their devotion
lies. | always like to ask them, “What's your relationship with Jesus like? One thing leads to an-
other and finally it becomes clear, they honestly have no relationship with the Savior. As you
read on, it is my prayer that you will see that the Character of Devotion is something greatly
needed in our lives, the fruit of “Faithfulness.” Galatians 5:22-23. Let's take a careful look at
this character and fruit of devotion from God's point of view looking into God’ s precious Word.

Devation is being devoted to Christ because He is our al in all. It is aigning our persona de-
sires, our plans, our worship, and our hope with God and His principles. It is an attitude more
than an act, a pursuit to be offered to God to give Him glory through our religious, fervent, disci-
pline to His Truth. Devotion is bringing our mind, our will, and our heart to God so our whole
life is about seeking Him and His will. It is not about feelings; it is rather who we are to be. It is
not about what is around us, our circumstances and stresses; it is about who He is in us and our
response to Him with our passionate pursuit. (1 Chronicles 22:19; Psalm 34:8; Matthew 6:24;
Romans 6:13; 12:10; 14:7- 8; 1 Corinthians 10:31; Colossians 3:1-3, 17, 23)

Neglect, Disregard, and Indifference are the opposites. These bad characters will line us up
with the wrong ideas and precepts in life. Our lives will be all about chasing trends, following
the crowd, or seeking our desires and not the indisputable precepts of our Lord. From a pastor
who chases trends, feeding his own ideas, and doing whatever he thinks is right, instead of feed-
ing his sheep and making sure that they are doing God's will, to a businessman who does not
honor God in his dealings, al are disregarding what the Christian is built and called to do. This
behavior shows an indifference to His Word and a negating of one's duties, thus indicating a
devotion to one's own misguided ideas. How would the desire to live for God improve your rela-
tionships? What would it take to have a revival in your heart so you become a person who lives
for God? What does your church need to do to become seekers of Christ, placing Him first rather
than the ideas and agendas of the pastor or its congregation? If you want to be an effective
growing Christian, you must be solely devoted to Christ and not to a doctrine, an idea, or a cause,
but to Him and Him alone! Neither are we to see Him just as a Friend without accepting Him as
our LORD. We are to see Jesus as who He is, not who we want Him to be. Devotion comes from
being touched by the Spirit and then responding to the supreme love and affection of God. Devo-
tionis set by our confidence and faith in Christ (Hebrews 11:6); it sees the hope he has for us. As
aresult, al that we do in life, whether we eat or drink at all timesin all places and in all things
we are to do all for the glory of God. This character of devotion will help us apply His love first
to our own life and then to the lives of others. This applies to al of our relationships so we are
willing to be devoted to our family, friends, and especialy our spouse. Finding new ways to
please and surprise them will further fuel your relationship. The Christian life is not about self-
ishness or chasing our own interests; rather, it is to be a means of promoting Christ. Our motives
and influences are gauges to make sure we are on track. If His Word and percepts are our influ-
encers and His glory our motives, we will do well. If not, we are in deep trouble as we have been
distracted from His will and used by Satan to influence others for his ways! It is my prayer that
our churches will be devoted churches not only to God but to each other within the congrega-
tions. For you are all Children of God and if you can’t learn to devote yourselves to each other,
how can you in your wildest dreams think you could live an eternity together in the presence of
God Almighty. Amen, and God Bless you! You are forever in my prayers as my husband and |
arein continual prayer for each and every person for whom we are responsible for.
